	Purpose of the agreement  

	This agreement applies to the completion and publication of the Thesis by the Oamk Student in cooperation with the Client. The purpose of the agreement is to describe and agree on the roles, responsibilities, terms and rights of the various parties related to the completion of the Thesis and regarding the Thesis, its completion, supervision and publication. 



	Thesis supervision and responsibility 

	Responsibilities of the parties and supervision The Student is responsible for the completion of the Thesis and its results. The Thesis must meet Oamk’s general competence goals for a Thesis. The Student draws up a Thesis plan (Appendix 1). The Student is responsible for the appropriate implementation of the Thesis process, as well as for the appropriate processing and keeping of the information received during and in connection with the Thesis process.  

Oamk is responsible for the overall supervision and evaluation of the Thesis. Oamk appoints a supervisor for the student for the Thesis process and guides the Student through the various phases of the Thesis. Oamk or the Thesis supervisor are not responsible for the quality, content and completion of the Thesis or any delays in the schedule. 

 
The Client undertakes to make available to the Student the information and materials necessary for the completion of the Thesis, as well to supervise the Thesis from the point of view of its own organisation. The background material, materials, software and other possible resources provided by the Client must be described in the Thesis plan in Appendix 1. The Client understands that it will hand over the information, materials, software and other background materials necessary for the Thesis at its own discretion and risk. 

 
The Client uses the Thesis at its own risk. Under no circumstances will Oamk be liable for any damage caused by the utilisation of the Thesis, nor shall the Student unless they have expressly agreed otherwise with the cooperation partner. 


	Principles and permissions related to preparing the Thesis  

	The Client understands and accepts that the question is of a Thesis that is part of the Student's studies. The Thesis shall be completed in accordance with the principles of good research practices, ethical practices in the field and applicable legislation. The Thesis supervisor from Oamk provides the Student with information on the key ethical principles and permit procedures related to the research process, which the Partner must specify from the point of view of its own processes and principles. If the completion of the Thesis requires the application for a research permit, the research permit shall be attached to Thesis plan (Appendix 1). 

 
The Student agrees not to knowingly include in the Thesis material protected by third party intellectual property rights (e.g., copyrighted image, computer program and code, text) or quote the text, ideas or other inputs of others in the publication without appropriate references. 


	Data protection
	The Student undertakes to comply with Oamk’s data protection guidelines. If the Student processes the personal data of the survey respondents, for example, fully in accordance with the instructions and under the supervision of the Client in the Thesis, it must be agreed whether the Client acts as the controller in the Thesis, in which case the Client is obligated to instruct the Student about its data protection practices.

  

If the Student/Oamk acts as the controller, the Student prepares data protection info about this as part of the Thesis, which shall be linked to the survey, for example. The data protection info explains what data is collected, for what purpose the data is used and for how long the data is retained and who has access to it. A detailed list of the data to be provided is found in Articles 13 and 14 of the EU General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR).

	Publication and confidentiality of results  

	The Thesis report is a public document (Act on the Openness of Government Activities 621/1999). The author of the Thesis has the right to decide on the way in which the Thesis is published (Copyright Act 404/1961, Section 2), however, by following Oamk’s current practices and guidelines for the publication of the Thesis. The Thesis report will be available in an open or restricted collection in the Theseus web library (https://www.theseus.fi/). Publicity ensures the objective and unbiased evaluation of theses. Thesis reports are documents that are permanently archived by decision of The National Archives Service of Finland (AL/2897/07.01.01.03.01.2014, 18.9.2014). At Oamk, the Student does not have the right to prepare a completely confidential Thesis (AOA 2457/4/13, 14.4.2014).

 
If the Thesis is to be kept partly confidential, the need for and extent of confidentiality must be carefully considered and evaluated with the Client. Confidential information may not be included in the Thesis or the Thesis report on which the evaluation is based. The Thesis reporting options in accordance with Oamk’s official guidelines are already negotiated between the Thesis supervisor, the Student and the Client at the beginning of the Thesis process. The Student ensures that the published Thesis does not include confidential information or information that is deemed confidential by law. Confidential information may concern, for example, the Client’s business secrets, technical secrets, commercial information or financial information. 

The Student and the supervisor undertake to keep confidential the information that the Client has separately and in writing defined as confidential, as well as information that is deemed confidential by law. When applying the confidentiality conditions, the confidentiality obligation required by them is valid for five (5) years from the entry into force of the Thesis cooperation agreement. The Thesis supervisor is covered by the duty of confidentiality and the prohibition to exploit the idea paper, the Thesis plan, the research base material and all confidential information throughout and after the Thesis process (Act on the Openness of Government Activities 621/1999, Sections 23 and 24). If necessary, the Client and the Student may conclude a separate written confidentiality agreement in order to agree on mutual confidentiality conditions and on which pieces of the Client’s information shall be covered by confidentiality. The terms and conditions of the confidentiality agreement must be generally accepted, equal and of the right level in view of the Student’s position as the author of the Thesis. In addition, the Client cannot define the material or parts thereof as confidential afterwards, but the confidentiality of the material must always be defined before or at the time when it is handed over to the Thesis author. 

The Student submits to the Client the Thesis report three weeks before the intended publication date at the latest. The Client submits a statement about the Thesis to the supervisor and the Student before the announced publication date and, if necessary, specifies in its statement such information and materials possibly included in the work that will not be published. 

The Client is deemed to have approved the publication of the Thesis in the format submitted to it by the Student if the Partner does not submit a statement to the Student or does not propose that information should be deleted from the Thesis material to be published before the announced publication date, due to confidentiality reasons. However, the Partner cannot require the deletion of information from the Thesis to be published solely on the grounds that the results of the Thesis in accordance with the agreement are unfavourable from the Partner’s point of view.

The contracting parties shall not be liable to each other for any damage that may result from the premature termination of the agreement. 

	Validity of the agreement  

	This agreement shall enter into force when all the parties have signed it and shall thereafter remain in force throughout the Thesis process. The validity of the agreement shall expire automatically after three (3) years or before that upon the completion of the Thesis.
